	We were interested to know if the Consolidated Bill of Quantities must be filled with prices that include VAT and other taxes as per the regulation in Kosovo (18%); or should the listed prices in the BoQ be excluded from taxes. In the tender dossier Article 48 stipulates that the tenderer must account for relevant tax arrangements. Could you please let us know if the final BoQ must account for the relevant taxes in the unit prices and the final price that we submit for this tender procedure? 

If that is not the case, will the EULEX Kosovo provide reimbursements for the relevant taxes according to the Kosovo legislation.
